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Japanese TA

Writing class. Practice writing logical sentences for a composition. Learn new vocabulary,
grammar, sentence structures, and understand composition development. Students will be divided
into two groups: intermediate and advanced by proficiency level.

Reading comprehension class. Practice reading rapidly and carefully for content. Students will be
divided into two groups: intermediate and advanced by proficiency level.

Communication class. Practice appropriate expressions according to the situation. Learn how to

express opinions. Students will be divided into two groups: intermediate and advanced by
proficiency level.

Oral expression class. Practice giving presentations. Deepen understanding of Japanese culture
and society through observation. Students will be divided into two groups: intermediate and
advanced by proficiency level.

Some trips
for field studies may be offered in this class.
